--Joy and contentment are found
solely in the power of Christ.
--We experience frustration and
dissatisfaction in life when we try
to do things in our own power.
--Knowing that God will provide
for our every need brings joy and
contentment.

--Learning to live a life where our
only desire is to know Christ
more is the key to finding and
keeping joy and contentment.

THE QUESTION

TALKING POINTS
